The conference is the cornerstone of Japan’ s develop-
ment efforts on the continent and is co—organized with a number of international part-—
ners, including the United Nations, the United Nations Development Programme, the World
Bank, and the African Union Commission. This year’ s summit will look to cement Tokyo’ s
shift from focusing on outright assistance to a more holistic partnership with Africa
that involves working with the private sector on sustainable development and critical
infrastructure. As Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo Abe noted at the last conference—held
in Kenya in 2016—Japan wants African countries to view Tokyo as a partner rather than
simply a donor.
